The property is zoned POS-1 and is within the Public Use Zone of the Lake 
Michigan and Chicago Lakefront Protection District. The applicant is proposing to renovate the grounds surrounding the museum 
building with an outdoor exhibit trail as well as sub-grade roof repairs. No changes to the footprint, square footage, or façade of the 
building are proposed.
