Kensington Marsh is located north of the KENSINGTON MARSH
Metropolitan Water Reclamation District (MWRD)’s
Calumet Plant on 130th Street. The MWRD built
this marsh in 1986 as part of a U.S. Army Corps
of Engineers mitigation project. The 15-acre site
consists of open water B, wetlands B and
upland habitat H.

Site No 45

Railroad tracks flank both the west and east
sides of the marsh. Its substantial size and large
amount of open water create habitat for wetland
birds. However, phragmites have invaded the

wet areas causing this habitat to disappear
progressively.

A proposed bike trail running north to south called
the Kensington Bike Path is planned to run slightly
