EASEMENTS AND RIGHT-OF-WAY

Temporary construction easements are needed to allow the City access
to private property for the repair or reconstruction of a wall that is on city owned
land OR to remove a wall that is on private property.

« Permanent construction easements are needed to allow the City access for repair
and future maintenance of a wall that will remain on private property.

» Full parcel acquisition is when the City would like to purchase a property. This is only
for vacant parcels at Damen Avenue.

A city representative will be reaching out to impacted property owners directly and
will discuss in detail the next steps.
